To Whom It May Concern:
I have just recently been made aware of the planned changes to the route to Savory Elementary and the demolition of the bridge that allows access to both the school and the E&N trail. I am requesting this be added as a topic to the agenda for the next council meeting. I note the decision was made quickly and with little notice given to the community – the school community was only provided notice on March 2, 2026 and the bridge is set to be demolished at the end of the month. I believe a delay in removing the bridge would allow for more adequate time to allow the public to share their opinions and concerns regarding this decision; at the very least, a discussion might allow the public to better understand the rationale behind the decision that is impacting so many. I understand the bridge is owned by the school district and that the land it crosses is owned by the Island Corridor Foundation. My hope would be that the city could come on board and take some financial responsibility to bring the bridge up to current safety standards or replace it with a new safer bridge if it comes to that. 
I appreciate you recognizing the importance of this agenda item to our local community, not just for parents of students at Savory, but other community members who use the bridge.
